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Soul Demise is a German death metal band founded in 1993 in Neumarkt 
in der Oberpfalz. Originally starting under the name Inhuman, the band 
released the demos Incantations (1994) and Inner Fears (1996) during 
this early phase. In 1998, they rebranded as Soul Demise and marked the 
transition with the release of the EP Farewell to the Flesh.

With their powerful death metal enriched by melodic elements, Soul 
Demise has carved out a solid place in the metal scene. Their sound is 
characterized by aggressive riffs, complex song structures, and profound 
lyrics. The band is especially renowned for their energetic live 
performances, showcasing their commanding stage presence and musical 
prowess.

Throughout their career, Soul Demise has shared the stage with prominent 
acts such as Vader, Krisiun, Dismember, and Napalm Death, and has 
performed at numerous festivals. A major highlight was their appearance at
the legendary Wacken Open Air in 2019.
